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SEN Inclusion Policy





Children have special educational needs (SEN) if they have a learning difficulty, which calls for special education provision to be made for them. Sunrise Kids Club (SKC) is committed to supporting the special needs of children through all possible means to encourage them to meet their full potential in all areas of development. 

Children have a learning difficulty if they:
· Have significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same age; or
· Have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of educational facilities of a kind generally provided for children of the same ages in schools within the area of the local education authority.
· Are under compulsory school age and fall within the definition of the above or would do so if special education provision was not made for them.

SKC is committed to the inclusion of children with special needs by providing a child-centred approach to learning. In the club, staff have flexibility in their methodology while ensuring continuity of learning. This policy embraces the 5 outcomes of Every Child Matters and through curriculum and pastoral teaching we aim to ensure that every element of Every Child Matters is covered. The SENCO at Mayfield Primary School where SKC is held is Ms Claire Thomas, with whom we work with to support children with special needs.

Special Educations Provision:
· For children age two or over, education provision which is additional to, or otherwise different from, the educational provisions made general for children of their ages in schools maintained by the LA, other than special schools in the area.

A number of factors may contribute to the special needs and provisions required ie; the cognition, behavioural, emotional, social, sensory, medial and physical. The special needs may arise out of a specific learning or other difficulty or may arise out of a combination of factors.
SKC Aims:
· To value each child as an individual and encourage them to reach their full potential. 
· To be responsive to different learning styles and facilitate effective learning for all children.
· To work alongside parents and external staff to support children with special needs to feel safe to learn and play within the club.
· To enable each child to become socially interactive, appreciate their own strengths and to value themselves and others.
· To promote and maintain a happy and caring environment and foster independence, respect for others and the development of self-esteem.
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
