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Risk Assessment – Extreme Heat



Measures to be put in place during club hours, in line with Mayfield Primary School risk assessment: 
· windows opened by school staff at 05:30 and closed when temperatures begin to increase, opened again later by club staff for airflow 
· children allowed to bring in their own handheld fans to school and club
· no jumpers to be worn, children can come to school wearing PE shorts and t-shirts
· ensure children and staff are regularly drinking water, additional cold water always provided
· children with additional/medical needs to be closely monitored 

Use of the hall (main area for club):
· lights off and blinds closed where applicable 
· low-intensity activities provided for play inside
· use of fans to keep children and staff cool

Use of playground: 
· check temperature before going outside, if over 30degrees then staff and children stay inside 
· high-intensity activities and sports suspended 
· children are to sit in shaded areas only, with low-intensity activities provided
· reduce time spent outside and take all children inside in 20-minute intervals for water breaks 
· encourage children to reapply their own suncream and wear sunhats 
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
